The Theological Virtues
Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

In the life of faith, there are gifts that do not simply
help us “manage” the spiritual journey—they guide it.
St. Paul teaches that faith, hope, and love abide, and
that “the greatest of these is love” (1 Cor 13:13). Pope
St. John Paul Il describes these virtues “like three
stars” that rise in the sky of our spiritual life to lead
us to God, forming a “triptych” whose apex is love
(agape). (Pope St. John Paul II’s General Audience,
Nov 22,2000)

These virtues are truly Christian because they are
theological: they are lived out only by God’s gift, not
by human strength alone. According to the
Catechism the theological virtues help form the
whole “organism” of supernatural life—rooted in
Baptism—so that a person can believe, hope, and
love through grace and the Holy Spirit, and then grow
through moral virtues. (CCC, 1266)

The Catechism states that the theological virtues
are the foundation of Christian moral activity. They
animate moral action and give it its special character,
and they inform and give life to all the moral virtues.
It also says these virtues are infused by God into the
souls of the faithful so that people can act as God’s
children and be capable of meriting eternal life (i.e.,
living in a supernatural way). Finally, they are
described as the pledge of the Holy Spirit’s presence
and action in human faculties. (CCC, 1813, 1841)

As disciples, our growth in Christ is not mainly a
matter of feeling better; it is a matter of receiving
and cooperating with grace. Faith steadies our mind
to God; hope strengthens our will to persevere;
charity shapes our choices until Christ becomes
visible in what we do and how we forgive.

This week, may we make one concrete resolution
for each virtue: one act of trust in God’s Word, one
patient endurance in a difficulty, and one tangible
work of love toward someone in need. In this way the
three stars will rise again within you, leading you
toward God, who is Love, now and always.

HoLy BAPTISM

The birth of your child is such a gift! Let St. Mary’s
parish help you give the gift of new birth through the
waters of Holy Baptism. For a child to receive Baptism
at St. Mary’s, please note that at least one parent must
be a practicing Catholic, regularly attend Holy Mass,
participate in the life of the parish, and be registered at
St. Mary’s at least three months prior to requesting the
date for Baptism. In this, you become part of our wider
parish family! Parents must attend our Baptismal
Preparation session prior to the Baptism. The next
session is Sunday, July 19, 2026 at 10:00am in Smith
Hall. Registration is necessary so that we can prepare
for you. Please contact Chris Ascherman at
803.845.0568. Godparents are encouraged to attend a
Baptismal preparation class as well. Since godparents
promise to help raise your child in the practice of the
Catholic faith, godparents must be practicing Catholics
at whatever parish they attend.

HoLy COMMUNION AND CONFIRMATION

These incredible Sacraments nourish and strengthen
us in our Catholic faith so that we can live as “the light
of the world” (St. Matthew 5:14). Please note: Parents
and children must be registered with St. Mary’s and
faithfully attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of
Obligation. Two years of Faith Formation classes are
required to satisfy the attendance policy. The 2 year
process for First Communion begins in 1st grade, and
the 2 year process for Confirmation begins in 7th
grade. Catholic children registered at St. Mary’s school
are automatically enrolled in the sacramental program
through the school.

Las virtudes teologales
Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

En la vida de fe, hay dones que no solo nos ayudan a
«manejar» el camino espiritual, sino que lo guian. San
Pablo nos ensefia que la fe, la esperanza y el amor
permanecen, y que «la mayor de ellas es el amor» (1
Cor 13, 13). El papa San Juan Pablo Il describe estas
virtudes «como tres estrellas» que se alzan en el cielo
de nuestra vida espiritual para guiarnos hacia Dios,
formando un «triptico» cuyo vértice es el amor
(dgape). (Audiencia general del papa San Juan Pablo
I1, 22 de noviembre de 2000)

Estas virtudes son verdaderamente cristianas porque
son teoldgicas: se viven unicamente por don de Dios,
no solo por la fuerza humana. Segun el Catecismo, las
virtudes teologales ayudan a formar todo el
«organismo» de la vida sobrenatural —arraigado en el
Bautismo— para que una persona pueda creer,
esperar y amar por medio de la gracia y del Espiritu
Santo, y luego crecer a través de las virtudes morales.
(CIC, 1266)

El Catecismo afirma que las virtudes teologales son el
fundamento de la actividad moral cristiana. Estas
animan la accion moral y le confieren su caracter
especial, ademas de inspirar y dar vida a todas las
virtudes morales.

La fe fija
nuestra mente en Dios; la esperanza fortalece
nuestra voluntad para perseverar; la caridad moldea
nuestras decisiones hasta que Cristo se hace visible
en lo que hacemos y en cdmo perdonamos.

Esta semana, propongamonos una resolucion
concreta para cada virtud: un acto de confianza en la
Palabra de Dios, una perseverancia paciente ante una
dificultad y una obra tangible de amor hacia alguien
necesitado. De esta manera, las tres estrellas
volveran a brillar en tu interior, guiandote hacia Dios,
que es Amor, ahoray siempre.

	Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
	In the life of faith, there are gifts that do not simply help us “manage” the spiritual journey—they guide it. St. Paul teaches that faith, hope, and love abide, and that “the greatest of these is love” (1 Cor 13:13). Pope St. John Paul II describes these virtues “like three stars” that rise in the sky of our spiritual life to lead us to God, forming a “triptych” whose apex is love (agape). (Pope St. John Paul II’s General Audience, Nov 22, 2000)    These virtues are truly Christian because they are theological: they are lived out only by God’s gift, not by human strength alone. According to the Catechism the theological virtues help form the whole “organism” of supernatural life—rooted in Baptism—so that a person can believe, hope, and love through grace and the Holy Spirit, and then grow through moral virtues. (CCC, 1266)    The Catechism states that the theological virtues are the foundation of Christian moral activity. They animate moral action and give it its special character, and they inform and give life to all the moral virtues. It also says these virtues are infused by God into the souls of the faithful so that people can act as God’s children and be capable of meriting eternal life (i.e., living in a supernatural way). Finally, they are described as the pledge of the Holy Spirit’s presence and action in human faculties. (CCC, 1813, 1841)    As disciples, our growth in Christ is not mainly a matter of feeling better; it is a matter of receiving and cooperating with grace. Faith steadies our mind to God; hope strengthens our will to persevere; charity shapes our choices until Christ becomes visible in what we do and how we forgive.    This week, may we make one concrete resolution for each virtue: one act of trust in God’s Word, one patient endurance in a difficulty, and one tangible work of love toward someone in need. In this way the three stars will rise again within you, leading you toward God, who is Love, now and always.

	Las virtudes teologales
	Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:
	En la vida de fe, hay dones que no solo nos ayudan a «manejar» el camino espiritual, sino que lo guían. San Pablo nos enseña que la fe, la esperanza y el amor permanecen, y que «la mayor de ellas es el amor» (1 Cor 13, 13). El papa San Juan Pablo II describe estas virtudes «como tres estrellas» que se alzan en el cielo de nuestra vida espiritual para guiarnos hacia Dios, formando un «tríptico» cuyo vértice es el amor (ágape). (Audiencia general del papa San Juan Pablo II, 22 de noviembre de 2000)
	Estas virtudes son verdaderamente cristianas porque son teológicas: se viven únicamente por don de Dios, no solo por la fuerza humana. Según el Catecismo, las virtudes teologales ayudan a formar todo el «organismo» de la vida sobrenatural —arraigado en el Bautismo— para que una persona pueda creer, esperar y amar por medio de la gracia y del Espíritu Santo, y luego crecer a través de las virtudes morales. (CIC, 1266) El Catecismo afirma que las virtudes teologales son el fundamento de la actividad moral cristiana. Estas animan la acción moral y le confieren su carácter especial, además de inspirar y dar vida a todas las virtudes morales. También señala que Dios infunde estas virtudes en las almas de los fieles para que las personas puedan actuar como hijos de Dios y sean capaces de merecer la vida eterna (es decir, vivir de manera sobrenatural). Por último, se las describe como la garantía de la presencia y la acción del Espíritu Santo en las facultades humanas. (CIC, 1813, 1841)
	Como discípulos, nuestro crecimiento en Cristo no consiste principalmente en sentirnos mejor; consiste en recibir la gracia y cooperar con ella. La fe fija nuestra mente en Dios; la esperanza fortalece nuestra voluntad para perseverar; la caridad moldea nuestras decisiones hasta que Cristo se hace visible en lo que hacemos y en cómo perdonamos.
	Esta semana, propongámonos una resolución concreta para cada virtud: un acto de confianza en la Palabra de Dios, una perseverancia paciente ante una dificultad y una obra tangible de amor hacia alguien necesitado. De esta manera, las tres estrellas volverán a brillar en tu interior, guiándote hacia Dios, que es Amor, ahora y siempre.
