The Cardinal Virtues

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

   Last week, I presented a brief teaching on the
theological virtues of faith, hope, and charity—
because they “inform all the moral virtues and give
life to them.” (CCC,1841)
   The Church teaches that these virtues are not
merely human motivation. They are “infused by God
into the souls of the faithful,” so that we can act as
God’s children and “merit eternal life.” (CCC,1813)
      And among the theological virtues, charity stands
highest. The Catechism of the Catholic Church
states: “If I have not charity,” says the Apostle, “I am
nothing.” Whatever my privilege, service, or even
virtue, “if I…have not charity, I gain nothing.” Charity
is superior to all the virtues. It is the first of the
theological virtues: “So faith, hope, charity abide,
these three. But the greatest of these is charity.”
(CCC, 1826)
    This helps us understand the cardinal virtues—
prudence, justice, fortitude, and temperance—not as
isolated habits of “being good,” but as virtues that
come alive when they are animated by faith, hope,
and charity. The word cardinal comes from the Latin
cardo, which means pivot. The cardinal virtues are
“hinges” upon which good moral decisions depend.
      · Prudence is “the virtue that disposes practical     
        reason to discern our true good in every 
        circumstance and to choose the right means of 
        achieving it.”
      · Justice is “the moral virtue that consists in the 
        constant and firm will to give their due to God 
        and neighbor.”
      · Fortitude is “the moral virtue that ensures 
        firmness in difficulties and constancy in the 
        pursuit of the good.”
      · Temperance is “the moral virtue that moderates 
         the attraction of pleasures and provides balance 
         in the use of created goods.” (CCC, 1806-1809)
   Our Gospel for today contains the parable of the
Sower and the seed. I’m quite sure that we would all
hope to be the good soil, “the one who hears the
word and understands it, who indeed bears fruit and
yields, in one case a hundredfold, in another sixty,
and in another thirty.” (Matt 13:23)
   May the Holy Spirit grant us faith to see, hope to
endure, and charity to love and guide us to cultivate
the cardinal virtues in our lives to produce fruit for
the kingdom.

Las Virtudes Cardinales

Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:

La semana pasada presenté una breve enseñanza
sobre las virtudes teologales de la fe, la esperanza y
la caridad, porque “informan todas las virtudes
morales y les dan vida”. (CIC, 1841)
La Iglesia enseña que estas virtudes no son
simplemente motivación humana. Son “infundidas
por Dios en el alma de los fieles” para que podamos
actuar como hijos de Dios y “merecer la vida eterna”.
(CIC, 1813)

Y entre las virtudes teologales, la caridad ocupa el
lugar más alto. Si falta el amor, “cualquiera que sea mi
privilegio, servicio o incluso virtud… si no tengo
caridad, nada soy”. La caridad es “la primera de las
virtudes teologales”, y “la mayor de ellas es la
caridad”. (CIC, 1826)

Esto nos ayuda a comprender las virtudes cardinales
—prudencia, justicia, fortaleza y templanza— no como
hábitos aislados de “portarse bien”, sino como
virtudes que cobran vida cuando están animadas por
la fe, la esperanza y la caridad.
La palabra cardinal proviene del latín cardo, que
significa “gozne” o “bisagra”. Las virtudes cardinales
son “bisagras” sobre las cuales dependen las buenas
decisiones morales.

• Prudencia es la virtud que dispone la razón práctica
a discernir nuestro verdadero bien en cada
circunstancia.
• Justicia es “la virtud moral que consiste en la
constante y firme voluntad de dar a cada uno lo que
le es debido”.
• Fortaleza es “la virtud moral que asegura la firmeza
en las dificultades y la constancia en la búsqueda del
bien”.
• Templanza es “la virtud moral que modera la
atracción de los placeres y procura el equilibrio en el
uso de los bienes creados”. (CIC, 1806-1809)

El Evangelio de hoy contiene la parábola del
Sembrador y la semilla. Estoy seguro de que todos
deseamos ser la tierra buena, “el que escucha la
palabra y la entiende, y da fruto: uno ciento, otro
sesenta y otro treinta”. (Mt 13,23)

Que el Espíritu Santo nos conceda fe para ver,
esperanza para perseverar y caridad para amar, y que
nos guíe a cultivar las virtudes cardinales en nuestra
vida para producir fruto para el Reino.

	The Cardinal Virtues
	Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,
	Last week, I presented a brief teaching on the theological virtues of faith, hope, and charity—because they “inform all the moral virtues and give life to them.” (CCC,1841)    The Church teaches that these virtues are not merely human motivation. They are “infused by God into the souls of the faithful,” so that we can act as God’s children and “merit eternal life.” (CCC,1813)       And among the theological virtues, charity stands highest. The Catechism of the Catholic Church states: “If I have not charity,” says the Apostle, “I am nothing.” Whatever my privilege, service, or even virtue, “if I…have not charity, I gain nothing.” Charity is superior to all the virtues. It is the first of the theological virtues: “So faith, hope, charity abide, these three. But the greatest of these is charity.” (CCC, 1826)     This helps us understand the cardinal virtues—prudence, justice, fortitude, and temperance—not as isolated habits of “being good,” but as virtues that come alive when they are animated by faith, hope, and charity. The word cardinal comes from the Latin cardo, which means pivot. The cardinal virtues are “hinges” upon which good moral decisions depend.       · Prudence is “the virtue that disposes practical              reason to discern our true good in every          circumstance and to choose the right means of          achieving it.”       · Justice is “the moral virtue that consists in the          constant and firm will to give their due to God          and neighbor.”       · Fortitude is “the moral virtue that ensures          firmness in difficulties and constancy in the          pursuit of the good.”       · Temperance is “the moral virtue that moderates           the attraction of pleasures and provides balance           in the use of created goods.” (CCC, 1806-1809)    Our Gospel for today contains the parable of the Sower and the seed. I’m quite sure that we would all hope to be the good soil, “the one who hears the word and understands it, who indeed bears fruit and yields, in one case a hundredfold, in another sixty, and in another thirty.” (Matt 13:23)    May the Holy Spirit grant us faith to see, hope to endure, and charity to love and guide us to cultivate the cardinal virtues in our lives to produce fruit for the kingdom.

	Las Virtudes Cardinales
	Queridos hermanos y hermanas en Cristo:
	La semana pasada presenté una breve enseñanza sobre las virtudes teologales de la fe, la esperanza y la caridad, porque “informan todas las virtudes morales y les dan vida”. (CIC, 1841) La Iglesia enseña que estas virtudes no son simplemente motivación humana. Son “infundidas por Dios en el alma de los fieles” para que podamos actuar como hijos de Dios y “merecer la vida eterna”. (CIC, 1813)
	Y entre las virtudes teologales, la caridad ocupa el lugar más alto. Si falta el amor, “cualquiera que sea mi privilegio, servicio o incluso virtud… si no tengo caridad, nada soy”. La caridad es “la primera de las virtudes teologales”, y “la mayor de ellas es la caridad”. (CIC, 1826)
	Esto nos ayuda a comprender las virtudes cardinales —prudencia, justicia, fortaleza y templanza— no como hábitos aislados de “portarse bien”, sino como virtudes que cobran vida cuando están animadas por la fe, la esperanza y la caridad. La palabra cardinal proviene del latín cardo, que significa “gozne” o “bisagra”. Las virtudes cardinales son “bisagras” sobre las cuales dependen las buenas decisiones morales.
	• Prudencia es la virtud que dispone la razón práctica a discernir nuestro verdadero bien en cada circunstancia. • Justicia es “la virtud moral que consiste en la constante y firme voluntad de dar a cada uno lo que le es debido”. • Fortaleza es “la virtud moral que asegura la firmeza en las dificultades y la constancia en la búsqueda del bien”. • Templanza es “la virtud moral que modera la atracción de los placeres y procura el equilibrio en el uso de los bienes creados”. (CIC, 1806-1809)
	El Evangelio de hoy contiene la parábola del Sembrador y la semilla. Estoy seguro de que todos deseamos ser la tierra buena, “el que escucha la palabra y la entiende, y da fruto: uno ciento, otro sesenta y otro treinta”. (Mt 13,23)
